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cured lawns and rose gardens. “We
have just completed planting more than
8000 new roses,” Tracey says. After
the ceremony guests can enjoy drinks
overlooking the city skyline while the
bridal party has photos taken on the
expansive grounds.

If you are after relaxed and candid
photos, having your guests nearby can
help. Guests can jump in spontaneously
to be part of a photo or your photogra-
pher can capture guests having a drink
or a chat - a moment you may not

have on film to cherish if your guests
were not nearby.
